There are three types of plagiarism: incremental, patchwork, and global. 

I most often see patchwork plagiarism where the student has cut and pasted (word-for-word) from several different web sites. Even if you have a reference page with the reference, this is still plagiarism. You MUST use quotation marks when you copy word-for-word. Quotes should be used sparingly in your papers. You should be paraphrasing and synthesizing what you read. I do check EVERY paper for plagiarism. If 60% or more of you paper is plagiarized, it will result in a ZERO, if more than 80% you could receive a zero for the entire course. 
ALL assignments are due IN CLASS on the due date. If you are not in class, you MUST post the assignment to Angel on the day is it due (by your class time) or it will NOT be accepted.   Your assignment is to be turned in DURING CLASS, not after class ends. You may not send it at a later time. No late work is accepted. NO PHONES PERMITTED OUT IN CLASS.
ATTENDANCE POLICY:  

There is a general attendance policy available in the SCF Catalog. Since this class is skill based, attendance is critical.  You will learn as much from watching the other student’s speeches as you learn from the text. You are allowed to miss 1 class without penalty for day classes. Leaving early will also negatively affect your participation. At THREE consecutive absences or equivalent, you will be dropped from the class or receive an “F” if the withdrawal period has ended. 
GRADING PROCEDURE AND RULES

Since this class is skill based, attendance is critical.  You will learn as much from watching the other student’s speeches as you learn from the text. You are allowed to miss 1 classes without penalty for day classes.  Being late or leaving early will also negatively affect your participation. Some days, attendance will be taken twice. At THREE consecutive absences or equivalent you will be dropped from the class or receive an “F” if the withdrawal period has ended.  You may also be dropped from the course if you miss 4 consecutive assignments. 

LATE WORK:  

I DO NOT ACCEPT LATE WORK. You MUST come to class without your assigned work, you will NOT be permitted to turn it in later that day. For speeches: If you are unprepared or do not show up for your assigned speech day, you will NOT be permitted to make-up your speech.  There are NO make up days or extra credit assignments available.  You must have a verifiable excuse if you plan to miss a speech day and MUST CONTACT ME PRIOR TO THE DAY OF CLASS. Only absences with written verification (IE: a hospital/ doctors visitation bill that is dated) will be considered an excused absence).

Outlines:  (must be TYPED – no points if hand written)
You are required to have formal Key-WORD/PHRASE (DELIVERY) outlines for your Speech of Introduction, Informative and Persuasive speeches. DO NOT USE A SCRIPT- YOU WILL EARN A ZERO ON YOUR OUTLINE. At the top of the outline, TYPE your name, identify your speech goal and organizational pattern for the informative and persuasive speeches. 

DRAFTS will be turned in for credit before the final copy. This is called a “draft”, but is to be a COMPLETE outline. You will have all your research completed and have turned in your Library Research form before the draft is due. Therefore, I expect your sources be incorporated. You cannot write an outline without using your sources. Use Bold or Underline for all sources to identify them in our your outline.  FOUR sources for the informative outline and SIX for the persuasive. They MUST be indentified within the body of your outline so that you can verbally cite them in your speech (in-text references). 

A reference page in APA format is required for your outlines. You must also have in-text citations throughout your outline (4 for informative & 6 for persuasive: at minimum at each main point). The final outlines are due before your speech so they can be graded and feedback can be given to you before you do your presentation. If you turn them in the day of your speech, you will NOT receive points for your outline. A template is posted for the Informative and Persuasive outlines. You need to use this template and be sure to fill in the data at the top. This includes the Specific Speech Goal & your Organizational Pattern.  

GROUP PARTICIPATION and ASSIGNMENTS

You will be assigned a group folder to use for posting work to each other. You must post a note on attendance for each group meeting you have. Your group will be required to post a plan of “who does what” and this will be worth 10 points for each person. Each person on the group needs to post his or her part in the group folder. If I cannot see that you participated, you will NOT earn the 10 points or the same grade as those who do on your final presentation. 
Group Presentation Preparation Activity:

You will locate a speech that falls under the category of the speech your group was assigned. Bring the written script or the URL for this speech to share with your group. Give a copy of this to your instructor for points. 
Group presentation:
You will be placed in groups of 4 for these presentations. Your group will be assigned a type of special occasion speech in which your team will both, DESCRIBE and DEMONSTRATE for the class. This speech is 5- 8 minutes. You MUST use PPT or PREZI for the “Description” portion of the presentation and you will need a visual aid for the “Demonstration” portion too. Your group will turn in ONE formal outline. Everyone must speak during this presentation. 

Bring 2 copies of outline and speech critique (rubric) form on day of speech.
Fallacy Review:

You will locate and copy one CURRENT NEWSPAPER article AND one advertisement that contains a fallacy. (The article must contain a fallacy, not be an article about a fallacy).

Bring the article & ad to class along with a paragraph (75 words each) describing which fallacy was used. Descriptions of fallacies are in the textbook under section 17.b, however, there are additional fallacies.

Critique of Informative Speech:

Your informative speech will be recorded and you will review your recording and analyze your presentation. This is a formal paper consisting of a cover page, a minimum of 1-1/2 full pages of content, and a reference page, describing your speech performance. It may be helpful for you to use the speech evaluation as a guide to ensure you cover all the pertinent areas. Limit your use of first person and do not use contractions.  Use your textbook to support your claims with at least ONE in-text citations. You will upload a Microsoft WORD file to the drop box on Angel. If you do not have Word, you must submit a PDF. 

Any work submitted to a dropbox or emailed needs to have the students name in the file name and the assignment. For example:  SallyR_InformativeCrituqe 
Formal Paper Requirements:

· All assignments for class are to be TYPED. Your name is to be TYPED on all assignments. 

· You have two formal papers for this class: Critique of your Informative Speech and Part 1 of the Final – Written Critique of a Public Speech. Papers MUST be in APA format. This means:  Double-spaced, 12 pt font (Times New Roman or Arial ONLY), and 1” margins on sides, top & bottom. You need a COVER PAGE and a REFERENCE PAGE. This is ONE document – the cover page and/or reference page are NOT separate documents. 

SPEECH DESCRIPTIONS:
There are FOUR individual speeches to be presented in this course: The impromptu, speech of introduction, informative, and persuasive. Each speech is timed and there will be deductions for speeches over or under the assigned time. You will have other speaking exercises to prepare you to do well on these speeches.  The persuasive and informative speeches must be researched and you must provide a reference page in APA format.
** You must also attach a speech RUBRIC form to your outline on the day of your speech. If you do not bring it you will NOT be permitted to speak and will earn a zero. 

Impromptu Speech – This speech is 1 – 2 minutes in duration and will be a topic of the instructor’s choice. 
Topic:  If you can meet a famous person, alive or dead, who would it be, why, and what questions would you ask them. 

If you are absent the day this speech is presented, you CANNOT make it up (even if you register late). 
      Speech of Introduction – This speech is to be 2 - 3 minutes in duration. You are to use one 
     quote or citation within this speech. This speech needs to have an introduction, body and 

     conclusion.   
     Bring 2 copies of outline and speech critique (rubric) form on day of speech.
Introduce yourself metaphorically (some examples below):

  3 songs that represent me 

3 foods that describe me


  3 ways I am like my mother/father
3 movies that illustrate my life


  3 things that make me crazy

The final two speeches are RESEARCH speeches. You must give adequate RESEARCH in each. You will need to conduct your volunteer activity for one of these two speeches. Your volunteer activity verification form will be due before the day of your speech – check calendar for due date. 

· Be sure to use your textbook and other research to support ALL your writing assignments and presentations. 
· Do NOT use Wikipedia – this is NOT a reliable source. 

· Do NOT use About.com. or Answers.com, Buzzle.com or How it works.com. or dictionary.com. 
Informative Speech 

This speech is to be 4-6 minutes in duration. You are to have a minimum of FOUR research sources. These sources must be within the last 5 years.  You must verbally these sources and show them on your visual aids. They need to be incorporated into your outline as in-text references. You are to use good quality sources for you speech. IF YOU USE A SCRIPT- YOU WILL LOSE 20 POINTS OFF THE TOP.
The ONLY organizational patterns permitted for the informative speeches are:

TOPICAL,  SPATIAL, OR CHRONOLOGICAL

One visual aid is required. PowerPoint or Prezi presentations are preferred. This speech will be video recorded. You will need to bring a camera or phone to have someone record your speech for you.   Banded topic: SNAKES!
Bring 2 copies of outline and speech critique (rubric) form on day of speech.

·  Do NOT use Wikipedia – this is NOT a reliable source. 

· Do NOT use About.com. or Answers.com, Buzzle.com or How it works.com. or dictionary.com. 
Persuasive Speech 

This speech is to be 6- 8 minutes in duration. You are to have a minimum of SIX research sources. These sources must be within the last 5 years.  You must verbally cite these sources and show on your visual aids. They need to be incorporated into your outline as in-text references You are use good quality sources for your speech. IF YOU USE A SCRIPT- YOU WILL LOSE 20 POINTS OFF THE TOP.
The ONLY organizational patterns permitted for Persuasive speeches are:

PROBLEM-SOLUTION,  PROBLEM-CAUSE-SOLUTION,  CAUSE-EFFECT, REFUTATAION or MONROE’S MOTIVATED SEQUENCE. 

A PowerPoint OR Prezi presentations is REQUIRED. 

Bring 2 copies of outline and speech critique (rubric) form on day of speech.
Participation & Attendance Points:  (40 points)
These points will be earned by your participation in the classroom discussion each week and from reading the assigned chapters. Attendance is also part of this as if you are not present you cannot participate. Missing assignments can also count against your participation. 

Participation:   3 points will be deducted for each missing assignment. Your participation in classroom activities and the group project will also be considered. If you leave early on a day designed to work on an activity, 3 points will be deducted. 

Attendance:    full points 0-1 absences. Minus 4 points for each absence 2 – 3.  If you are  absent 4 times you will be withdrawn from class. 

FINAL EXAM: Written assignment: 

You will chose from the list below and will do a TWO FULL page critique of a public speech. You must have TWO references to the textbook. This must have a cover page and reference page, be DOUBLE-SPACED , with 1” MARGINS. On the reference page you must give the reference for this speech (or URL) as well. 

This is to be placed in a Microsoft WORD document (or PDF) and placed in the drop box on Angel. Talk about the effectiveness of the speech. Be sure you examine the intro, body and conclusion. Use transitions and support all data as well.
