Developed vs. developing countries

· More than one-half of the world’s people live below the internationally defined poverty line of less than $2 a day-including 97% in Uganda, 80% in Nicaragua, 66% in Pakistan, and 47% in China.

· Nearly one-third of rural residents worldwide lack access to safe drinking water. 

· Africa’s infant mortality rate is nearly 15 times that of the developed world.

· The more developed world uses over 5 times the energy per capita used by the less developed world. 

· North America uses over 8 times as much energy per person as does Latin America.
